Još od samih početaka, postiže zapažene rezultate na domaćim i međunarodnim takmičenjima: 
Ohridu, Prištini, Aranđelovcu, Nišu, takmičenjima Davorin Jenko u Beogradu, Šabcu, Perniku, Strugi, 
Barletu... Dobitnik je Priznanja skopske Opstine Dj. Petrov 2011 godine. Pored ovih priznanjan redovno 
predstavlja svoju školu na koncertima u zemlji i inostranstvu.
Born in 1997 u Skoplje, AMINA NIKOČEVIĆ is a sixth grade pupil in the lower music school Ilija 
Nikolovski Luj in the class of prof. Marijana Vlaisavljević.
